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For the first time the Institute of Foreign Languages and Literature of the Udmurt State University faced the issue of multilingualism in the early 90-s while conducting a research on early language education. It is early language education that urged the development of the scientific fields related to the issues of foreign language integrative education and modeling of multilingual educational environment within the Institute. 

Thus, for some years the Institute of Foreign Languages and Literature has been developing a new educational programme called “Multilingual Education” as part of  “Foreign Philology” educational branch, which has been run as a Bachelor’s degree programme since 2008. The new programme includes 4 foreign languages, 2 of them are core languages. Since the curriculum is limited with the weekly work load, the teaching of more languages can be introduced at the cost of the reduction of other languages’ teaching hours. Nevertheless, the increase in the number of foreign languages may improve the quality of foreign language education in a substantial way. Based on the quality standards, we defined the principles that underlie multilingual education: fundamentality, consistency, democratization, regionalization, humanization, humanitarization, continuity, integrity, contrastivity. 

Multilingualism is not a goal in itself, it is a means to make our graduates successful in intercultural and interpersonal communication. That is why the purpose of the educational programme is to educate professionals who possess the culture of designing innovative projects  in their professional activity.
