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The dynamic of migration demands for the reform of professional education in Social Sciences and Humanities, particularly with regards to a growing need for a combination of professional skills and inter-cultural communication. At the department of Psychology of the TNU, this idea was realised by the inclusion of the special education course “Bases of Neighborhood” into the curriculum for future psychologists who will develop their professional career in the policultural society of Crimea. The integrated course "Bases of Neighborhood" puts knowledge that students already have into a systemic context and introduces new knowledge about local ethnic groups' history, geography, languages, literature, religious beliefs, axiology and cultures and provides conflict resolution skills as well as practical and research activities. The main purpose of the course is to educate socially competent, critically thinking and tolerant personalities. It aims to create citizens and patriots of the Crimea and Ukraine who are familiar with their native land, and proud of it, and who will be eager and able to govern it and to preserve and increase its natural, economical and cultural potential. For the psychologists this means to take into account the cultural specifics of their clients and colleagues in their way of thinking, communication and relationship building. My over 3 years' experience of teaching such a course to students of the psychology department of the TNU will be presented as well as an experience of curricula development.
