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Comparative analysis particulars of interpersonal relationships set up by siblings and only children In modern foreign psychology actual direction is research the "sibling - relations." "Siblings" are called brothers and sisters living in a nuclear family. Relations between them give each child a special experience that is fundamentally different from that obtained in collaboration with parents and others. First, the "sibling-relationship is a relationship of biological kinship, which involves a special level of awareness of self in family structure, care about each other, moral and emotional support. Second, sibling relationships are always associated with the distribution of the positions of older, middle or youngest child in the family and determine its status position. Third, family life and traditions create a special social situation of the child, accompanied by a sense of stability and security. Features of interaction between siblings can not influence their socialization, are manifested in behavior, and especially in the construction of interpersonal relations. This problem served as the subject of our scientific analysis. The aim of the present study is began a comparative analysis of the construction of interpersonal relationships siblings and only children. The study found that the experience of interaction with siblings and only children received in childhood, affects the establishment of interpersonal relationships: - They choose different strategies of behavior in real groups (siblings tend to take a group of standards through active participation in group life, and while ensuring that a significant status in the system of interpersonal relationships; only children, in turn, are more independent, they have manifested the desire to avoid interaction maintaining neutrality in the group disputes and conflicts, they are less focused on the actions and opinions of others; - Siblings are better able to exercise self-control over their behavior; - In establishing interpersonal relationships siblings are guided by the need to "enable", the only children of the need to "control".
