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The aims of ethno-psychological abilities are ethno-psychological preparation of a teacher for the work in the multicultural world. The aim of abilities in the person’s success, who is undertaking some activity, is than larger than bigger the requirements to the definite features, qualities, general skills. Pedagogical activity in the conditions of multicultural educational area belongs to such unique person’s requirements, so it is very important to evaluate his abilities in the position of these requirements and speak about presence or absence the ethno-psychological abilities. An Ethnopsychological ability of a pedagogue is a high level of correspondence between his individual peculiarities and the requirements of empathic behavior and tolerant actions in the situations of interethnic communication. Ethno-psychological abilities are individual peculiarities of a person and present quite a stable characteristic of him. Besides the importance of ethno-psychological abilities, it is not enough for the tolerant interethnic correspondence. A person should be prepared: know the peculiar features in different situations, interethnic contacts and possible difficulties, possess specially developed qualities, raising the ethno-psychological ability to effective interethnic communication, possess the high ethno-psychological resistance for avoiding negative manifestations in interethnic communication. While teaching the future student-pedagogue for overcoming possible ethno-psychological difficulties in interethnic communication, it is necessary to organize the ethno-psychological preparation and try to develop the ethno-psychological abilities.
