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After the transition of humanity into the new millennium the processes of globalization (one of the most important components of which is education) gain more and more power. In March 2007, NOU VPO "Russian New University” (Moscow, Russia) and Walsall College (Walsall, UK) signed an Agreement of Cooperation in Education and training of professionals of international level with a degree in Tourism in accordance to the mutual intention of the Russian and British peoples to develop friendship, trust and cooperation. The purpose of this agreement was the interaction between two educational institutions aimed at the reduction and the development of curricula of secondary vocational education with a degree in Tourism and the establishment of a recognized training program of the Higher National Diploma disciplines (HND). The parties exchanged the details of training programs and after a detailed comparison and analysis determined the total content of disciplines within the HND to further their recognition. An analysis was also carried out in disciplines which are not included into the Russian program, or not fully embracing HND disciplines. Marketing Support School of thought 2000 Ltd. P.O. (SOT 2000), promotion and presentation of the program allowed starting training since 2008. At I course is an in-depth study of the subject "English" rate of 8 hours per week. At II and III courses during the period under study subjects of the Russian program, teaching a number of sections or whole subjects are taught in English. Upon successful passage and passing the final test the following disciplines: Tourism Destinations, Customer Service, Tour Operations Management, Developing Manager, The Travel and Tourism Environment, The Contemporary Hospitality Industry, Rooms division Management, Management Accounting for Hospitality, Industry Experience, Food and Beverage Operations,-students, students in this program receive certificates Walsall College. The main aim of partners is to provide a high level of training in accordance with international standards in order to improve their competitiveness on domestic and international labor markets, as well as for continuing education in the UK. The UK education system enjoys the highest reputation in the world and it was the model of classical education for centuries. Holders of UK diplomas are in demand in Russian and international companies with exemplary standards of corporate governance. These companies provide the best career opportunities for young professionals. Currently, the college enrolls 327 students from 13 states and abroad. Such programs have a considerably positive affect on the expansion of international contacts, promotion of understanding, tolerance and trust between nations and peoples.
