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Multiculturalism of Education and Psychological Health of Learners

Multicultural education is considered today a means of tense decreasing in society through teaching people fundamentally new attitude to coexistence in a multinational state. Solving new pedagogical tasks leads on the one hand to development of teachers’ new professional intercultural competencies, on the other hand - causes great problems to professional health of teachers. Increasing intensity of intercultural communication of pedagogues with students-migrants and their parents leads to inevitable “collision” of their values. Quantitative and qualitative frequency of such “collisions” in the teacher’s work influences seriously the process of saving personal and professional integrity.
