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Postindustrial society, although the great advances in technology and science, changes the culture, making it a losing evaluative meaning and transforming it into an entertainment or spectacle. The media, especially the Internet, erases ethnic borders, creates the appearance of entering into the world of human culture. However, in fact they impose on the youth the surrogate of culture. Civilization person is not a natural person, but a spiritual person (N. Berdyaev).

Today it is necessary to determine the choice of means to becoming a spiritual person. One way is to develop intercultural competence through the initiation of students to museums. However, it is very low using the museums in Russian universities today. I agree with Yu. Rot and G. Kopteltsev that the purpose of forming cross-cultural competence is the awareness of native and foreign cultures to guide in the world and for interpersonal interaction. This will require students to attach to the values of native and foreign cultures. Effective communion is the dialogue between the museum, visitors and the environment. The museum has opinions, views, opinions different historical epochs, and different ethnic groups. You can organize a dialogue between the museum and the visitor to come across different concepts and views on the investigated problem. The museum makes realism and texture for concepts "continuity", "heritage", "tolerance". In the traditional educational process is impossible. 

I adhere to the new communication approach in museum pedagogy. Fundamentals are Anthropocentrism, Culturalism (signs and symbols exist in a particular field of cultural items, the subjects of communication serve as representatives of the cultural perspective, object-space "messages" there are cultural or meta-culture texts) Dialogism (the objects studied by two or more different cultural positions) Axiology (value aspects of the museum is the main communication and training, information transfer is slave). I agree with B. Stolyarov, that museum education is not structured as a pure didacticism. Museum education is a dramatic cultural and historical dialogue. The Museum extends the sensual experience and value attitudes of the individual. 

I am developing a methodology named "The Understanding Museology”. This balanced position of all members of museum communication: users, professionals, creators and owners of museum objects. Then the set of new meanings are born at the intersection of their views. Thus, the museum can be an effective tool for the formation of intercultural competence of students through dialogue, ritual, perpetrated in a special area codes space-time corresponds to a diverse cultural and historical content.
