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One of the key goals in realization educational potential of Russian school system is developing intercultural competence of young generation. We discuss the opportunity of developing intercultural competence of high school students through educational bicultural resources (based on Russian and British cultures). For the introduction to our concept we show our understanding of intercultural competence as set of personal qualities (decency, cognitive activity, aiming at efficiency of intercultural dialogue, ability to listen and critical ability to assess heard), knowledge of system of values and relations (awareness of cultural values and communication features of representatives of other cultures), promoting creation of cognitive, emotionally-strong-willed and behavioral results. We define three components in intercultural competence: cognitive skills, emotional -critical skills and communicational-behavioral skills. Model of developing intercultural competence of high students is based on system, competency-based, culture-logical and interactive approaches. We have written a course of intercultural education for high school. Special contrasting techniques used in this course promote bi-cultural learning environment. Students increase their level in cultural awareness, comparing, self-assessment, self-monitoring, predictive, planning, critical thinking and reflection skills.
