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Today, in an era of globalization and informatization of the modern world and society people in our country have the opportunity to learn culture of a country not only from outside but from within, say, visiting a particular state, culture and traditions of which a person would like to explore. However, nevertheless, one of the major problems that hinder communication between people of different culture is low level of formation of intercultural competence of the individual. Intercultural competence, along with the knowledge of Regional Geography nature and knowledge of foreign language includes specific skills and experience, including professional, without which the understanding of colleagues  living in different culture is quite difficult. Moreover, without an understanding of different cultures and different approach to professional matters, a reflection on our own culture and profession, and their development is impossible. Consequently, the dialog between colleagues, representatives of different cultures, and professional interaction is problematic.

At the Institute of Pedagogy, Psychology and Social technology at Udmurt State University teachers who speak foreign languages, designed special courses, which are taught in English, assuming that  this will connect together language, and intercultural and professional competence  future specialist.

Thus, all students who are studying Social Work knowing English are taught the course “Child welfare in Russia and abroad” in English.

Despite the fact that in all countries around the world care about children is a priority policy areas, however, approaches, methods, forms, methods of implementation in social policy are different.

Considering, for example, international laws or domestic laws of the various jurisdictions relating to social policy issues of childhood, students learn to analyze and compare the approaches in making and implementing laws, to compare work on issues such as adoption, or family placement of a child using English. This increases both professional and language, and that, in our opinion, no less important - intercultural competence.

Introduction of new forms and methods of teaching aimed  the implementation of intercultural aspects of learning has allowed, not only to raise the level of professional competence, but also to promote inter-cultural competence in professional knowledge of future social workers.
