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The urgency of the given research consists that the human life most part passes in contact to other people, therefore the society as a whole asks a question on positive or negative behavior of the members. Analyzing the latest developments occurring not only in our country, but also in the world, it is necessary to notice the general growth of aggressive displays, both at individual level, and at level of social group. Russia the multinational country, according to the official data lives in it of 1 million 200 thousand Armenians. The purpose of our research was revealing of gender features of aggressive behavior of the Armenians living in territory of the Orenburg region. As a result of our research, us it is established that: 1) the Index of aggression at men on 32 % above, than at women (р <0,01); 2) the Index of animosities at males, doubtfully above, than at a female (2,16 %); 3) At men an indicator of physical aggression on 35,6 % above, than at women (р <0,01); 4) aggression Level in relations at men above, than at women on 5,4 %; 5) Level of verbal aggression at men above, than at women (40 %) (р <0,001). We have confirmed a hypothesis that an indicator of physical aggression above, than at women, in our opinion, it is connected by that women are weaker physically, therefore they don't have sense to apply direct physical aggression. In relations men this results from the fact that in the Armenian families patriarchy prevails, the man the head of the family, this predominating are more aggressive, the leading position of the man influences lower level of aggression at women. As we notice that level of verbal aggression at men above, it is connected by that application of verbal aggression, isn't entered in an image of the woman as gentle, soft, mild, sympathetic beings. Women usually test confusion from aggression display. We consider that gender distinctions in aggression are generated, mainly, by contrast of gender roles, that is representations about what, within the given culture, should be behavior of representatives of various floors. At Armenians it is considered, what women, unlike men, more public people? For them friendliness, anxiety for others, emotional expression should be characteristic. From men force demonstration, on the contrary, is expected? Independence, self-trust. Results of our research are necessary for using for differentiation of approaches in training of schoolboys and students of different ethnos.
