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Institution of additional education, "Palace of children and youth creativity", as the Institute network design socio-educational Space city implements foresight projects: "The whole planet - a warm house," "Health", "Intelligence and creativity - the future of Russia and others Forsyth (from the English. Foresight - «Look into the Future") - an effective instrument for shaping the priorities and the mobilization of a large number of participants to reach a qualitatively new results. Prior to the development of the project "The whole planet - a warm home" [1] have been identified, synthesized and characterized by political and socio-economic factors, aggravating the contradiction between increasing the multicultural reality of the modern world and traditional educational activities are not sufficiently take into account the requirements of the individual to be self-actualization in a multicultural environment. The results of observational studies showed that the aspirations of children adolescents show their positive attitude towards representatives of other cultures often do not find adequate expression, due to stereotypes, the inability to construct dialogic forms of communication, analyze the situation, labeling the problem and propose options for solving it. Partners in the network project "The whole planet - a warm home" were educational institutions, which have a national classes - the school № 51,55,97, high school name Kuzebay Gerd, community organizations - Udmurt Association Udmurt Parliament, The Association of Youth National-cultural associations SD However, national-cultural societies, and district centers of handicrafts. In the process of network design has been organized: - City Association program and project managers working on issues of multicultural education in the space of the city, - Conducting master classes, lessons, panoramas, sightseeing in creative workshops - Meetings of students in the creative club Shunyt crust, - Formation of a data bank craftsmen, programs to national and cultural education, additional education programs for children - A festival of national crafts "Udmurt shomyn, Udmurt seeds", exhibition of arts and crafts, exhibition of national costumes, the exhibition of folk dolls, - Networking profile creative camp "Joining Hands, my friends," "Rainbow Crafts", "Winter Fantasy," "Fantasy in the style of ethnic, - Youth reading local history, - Art Coffee Udmurt gatherings, - Ethno-tourist routes in the ethno-cultural reserve "Ludorvay”. Meeting the challenges of multicultural education requires appropriate training of teachers working in education and upbringing of children, acting as intermediaries between the cultures of different peoples, the organizers of intercultural communication. Organization of seminars, workshops, teacher workshops, expert sessions for teachers participating foresight project “The whole planet - a warm house”, the analysis of the dialogues and synthesis of questionnaire data revealed that: essential components of teacher education in a multicultural Russian society are: 1) knowledge of the teacher challenges the basic ideas, the concepts of multicultural education, 2) kulturologicheskie, etnoistoricheskie and ethno-psychological knowledge to understand the diversity of the modern world and the specificity of cultural expressions at individual, group, society, provide an understanding of the importance of cultural pluralism for the individual and society, 3) the ability to allocate or amend the content of general education ideas that reflect the cultural diversity of the world , country, ethnic group, and 4) the ability to organize the pedagogical process as a dialogue between different cultures in time and space.
