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For today the analysis of the psihological-pedagogical, fiziological-age literature shows, what in the Russian educational space there is no unequivocal understanding of the maintenance of concept? Are school-students disability? Furthermore in social and cultural conditions the multicultural Russia.

The urgency of a problem of the present research is defined by problems of optimization of process of personal self-determination in informative activity of all triad of subjects (the teacher, the parent and the child) educational space.

As work student teaching at average boarding school of the Far North has proved, graduates of boarding schools owing to deformation of ethno-cultural system of semantic orientations badly imagine the maintenance and forms of the future trade, results of training in colleges, high schools, requirements to the future labor activity.

It is possible to specify following reasons of deformation of ethno-cultural system of semantic orientations: 

1) Transition from the ethnic single-crop social environment in the multicultural social environment means change of senses of reality situations, norms and residing rules, customs and traditions.

2) The Child from the single-crop environment as the subject of active knowledge, the native speaker and cultures, are included into the polycultural school social environment with already generated system of semantic orientations which in new socio-cultural undergoes to environment certain changes in integration process. Such occurrence means: withdrawal pains of the developed stereotypes, adaptation to other conditions of cultural and community way of life, other socio-cultural a living environment, training, education and development, change of the economic socially-demographic status.

Thereupon special value gets the ethno-didactical approach to school training which is based on the ethno-didactical grant on the mathematician. The ethno-didactical textbook represents 24 cycles, each of which consists of five following elements: 1) “A situational reality”; 2) “Basic signals”; 3) “Self-checking sheet”; 4) “Self-examination”; 5) “The diagnostic (training) test”.
