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In the social structure of society is important to a variety of representations of people and groups of people united by ethnicity. In connection with the integration process becomes relevant to study international relations in professional education. Moreover, the subjects of interaction are the person (students, teachers, administrators) and social groups (consisting of those individuals). In case of discrepancy between views of the reference standards of their nationality arises psychosocial dissonance, which can lead to inter-ethnic conflict, war, or to a constructive dialogue to develop national groups (Vasina, Khalitov). Therefore becomes relevant education culture of international relations: tolerance, perception of individual groups, plasticity, anticipation consistency, the application of adequate coping strategies and effective defense mechanisms that we have studied at two hundred students of different nationalities in Kazan. The following results: 1. On communicative tolerance (Boyko): 50,5 ± 20,2 at a rate of 35 ± 10, more tolerant and a wider range of perceived notions. 2. Test the value of prioritizing the individual perception of the group (Smith): pragmatics - 5,1; individualists - 4.74; collectivists - 4,17. 3. For rigidity in the relationship (Eysenck): 9 points at a rate of 11, ie, in communication are more plastic and flexible. 4. Predictive ability of the test anticipation consistency (Mendelevich): Total anticipation consistency - 250.81 points for the students at the boundaries of the norm - 241 score. Personal-situational consistency of predictive - 163.84 points for the students at the boundaries of the norm - 166 points. Spatial predictive consistency - 48.72 points from the students at the boundaries of the norm - 52 points. Temporary predictive consistency - 38.25 points for students at the boundaries of the norm - 42 points. 5. On coping strategies (Haim): students in the most adaptive behavioral (74%) and emotional (77%) strategies, while using minimal cognitive (30%) of coping mechanisms. 6. Index of lifestyle (Plutchik): three psychological defense mechanism have maximum value - the negation (to 9.67), compensation (to 5.56) and projections (up to 10, 33). This means that students ignore (reject) the potentially disturbing, unpleasant for them to information through a temporary distraction. Negation allows students to maintain self-esteem at a high level, because consciousness comes only positive information that a person wants to see and hear. Students unknowingly fill (cancel) the deficit mental discomfort in one area actually increased activity in another area. 7. On analytical writing, and mathematical models of psychosocial dissonance (Vasina, Khalitov) found that psychosocial dissonance in student groups with different ethnic composition absent (Kgr <1). Thus, the empirical results suggest that the majority of students to adequately respond to international relations: tolerant, practical, pragmatic relationships, choose the adaptive coping strategies and effective mechanisms of psychological defense, which indicates the absence of ethnic hostility of students on the formation of a single multicultural education Space Kazan.
