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In modern conditions of modernization of the educational system a certain value is represented by generalization of experience of development of systems of national education. Today education becomes the sphere of the spiritual life of a society, in which a nation is reproduced where social and ethnocultural experience is transferred from generation to generation. A school is inseparable from the national soil. It transmits, stores and forms a national culture. "Dialogue of Cultures" in education is an effective condition for national development and harmonization of international relations. A process of formation of the citizen can be successful if it is based on the national-spiritual foundation and if children are actively joined to cultural-historical heritage of its people. A new national school should consider the rich native historical and educational experience and fulfill the spiritual and moral mission as a special cultural and educational institution. Each subject of the Russian Federation has own concept of development of the region, considering requirements of the state order to education. In most of them built on the basis of the isolation of the title nation, considerable attention is given to studying of a native language, literature and national culture. The process of learning in a native language, joining the national culture are cyclic: increase of interest to national culture, formation of national educational systems gradual curling of national traits (internationalization of educational tendencies with russification ,the middle of ХХ century); a new revival of interest in the backdrop of national consciousness (the end of ХХ century); development of the tendencies leveling national differences of regions, cancellation of a national-regional component of educational standards (the beginning of ХХI century). Finno-Ugric republics (Udmurtiya, etc.) are showing the great tolerance in reforming and modernization of educational systems to the state order that, most likely. Regions of the traditional Islamic culture (Tatarstan, etc.) are more persevering in upholding of ethnonational character of education, stand up for independence and the right to define concepts of educational activity. These two paradigms of development of national educational systems are historically developed and are caused by social and cultural features of development of the ethnic groups and our state as a whole. Therefore, today the effective public policy in sphere of national education is necessary, more than ever.
