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Urgency of a given problem is conditioned by globalization and internationalization processes in our modern world. The growth of a number of people in crosscultural interaction on a global world scale demands efficient mental regulation of their collaborative actions according to the definite behavior algorithm. As a result we find the definite model of the whole world, reconstructing the interaction and interrepulsion balance when specific features of the integrity supplements the diversity of comprehensive whole. At present one of the most needed educational trends is the paradigm of transcultural polylog in the context of communicative practice.

Defining dialogue as a forming Inegrity we accept it as a base of intercultural and sociocultural balance while interacting. The development of communication competence and formation of tolerance mentality are the most important tasks in professional education.

Developing U. Habermas’s idea that the result of crosscultural interaction should be coordinated purposeful reasonable practical actions, performing the unity of the purpose, means and the result, we propose the conception of effective verbal communication prediction, characterized as a polylog. Minimal but necessary conditions of polylog are:  subject on people communicate; persons of interaction; common language of interlocutors; regulation of communicative situation.

The significant feature of the communicative situation is consequential, parallel and interrelation information analysis and synthesis in the process of finding “one’s own”, “familiar” among the similar notions at every stage, chosen accounting communication continuity. The communicative situation regulation of polylog (subject development – interlocutor’s accounting – message creating – analysis and synthesis – consensus – mutual enrichment) provides the return to the previous stages (“Hermeneutical circle”) and reaching consensus. The intensive effort for interpretation begins with the sense of impacting something strange, provocative, disoriented not taken in our initial expectations and schemes of our mentality. 

In conclusion, we notice that the essence of understanding revealed by the polylog communication, when the person who understands is initially involved in the sphere of understandable (due to the property of polymentality – integral characteristic of a person, appearing in the communication activity as a functional substrate of individual consciousness, determined by person’s specific activity and stable psychological-intellectual features), understanding presupposes interpretation (consisting not in the message reconstruction but structuring the sense), which presupposes pre-comprehension and sensual apperception.
