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Nowadays it is clear that it is impossible to provide the new quality of education without a new skill level of tutors in the kindergartens and teachers in the schools. At the present stage of development of new paths in linguistics it is necessary a different preparation at many levels, from linguists to teachers in the schools, because language is a social and cultural phenomenon. Therefore, the increasing interest to the problem language – culture – society does necessary to work out of new special courses in a direction "Philology". My proposal is to start a special course «An Introduction to Bilingualism» into the program of philological faculties (and is wider – of the humanities) in the Udmurt State University, particularly, in the Faculty of Udmurt Philology as the linguists should develop social and political skills to be an effective member of a language revitalization team. As the foreign practice shows, such special courses help with understanding of the international problems connected with languages. My course, which work-in-progress, «An Introduction to Bilingualism » is addressed mainly for all students of humanitarian faculties, who have already completed an introduction course "Sociolinguistics". The course, indeed, is directed towards deepening of knowledge on psycholinguistics and sociolinguistics, to understanding by students of methodological questions of researches in the field of the sociolinguistics. This course can help dispel popular misconceptions about bilingualism. As well on this course will be welcomed by anyone interested in the complex interaction between language and society. Duration of the course — one semester. Mode of study — seminars. As a result of work at this course students can prepare individual scientific projects on their interesting topics. Topics covered include (the part is presented only): 1. Bilingualism: myths, stereotypes, views about bilinguals. 2. Bilingualism in the world. 3. Linguistics and bilingualism. 4. Bilingualism researches in the Russian Federation. 5. The Languages of the Russian Federation Today. 6. Kinds of bilingualism. 6. Bilingualism from a sociolinguistics point of view: a) change of languages. b) loss of languages. c) language revitalization. 7. Introducing child bilingualism. This course will be useful for all students who are interested in the modern languages, in a present condition of the Finno-Ugric languages: linguists, journalists, political scientists, sociologists, psychologists and other experts. The course can help understanding the languages from the inside and outside.
