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“Unity by celebrating diversity” is the motto of the European space. Given this general framework, the formation and development of intercultural communicative competences has to become a fundamental goal of the Romanian academic education. Furthermore, the Romanian military academic education has to meet European requirements, once its particularities and its specific finalities are taken into account. The development of communicative competences from the perspective of a passage from a mono-cultural attitude towards an inter-cultural one should ensure a just balance between identity and universality. 

The preparation of the military personnel for the purpose of accomplishing various military missions implies not only incorporating the intercultural dimensions within the academic curriculum, but also the abandonment of the mono-cultural perspective, in favor of an opening towards universality and cultural dialogue. The present paper aims at designing developmental perspectives of the intercultural competences within the Romanian academic education, and mainly within the Romanian military academic education, starting from an analysis of existent realities.
